2011-2012 Public Policy Agenda of the Delaware Association for the Education of Young Children (DAEYC)
On May 17, 2011, the DAEYC Board of Directors, with input from the membership, approved the following policy agenda items:
1. Funding for an early childhood system of early care, education and resources that is sufficient and sustainable, in order to insure quality programs and access and affordability for families

2. Capacity-building and funding of the Quality Rating and Improvement System, Delaware Stars, to support the participation of all interested early childhood programs in Delaware: access to coaching, technical assistance, financial support for quality improvement and needed resource materials

3. Worthy Work, Worthy Wages to support fair compensation for well-educated, well-prepared early childhood teachers and other professionals
DAEYC members, along with the Early Childhood Council, Delaware Coalition for Early Learning, and other Delaware groups and individuals, strongly supported Governor Markell’s proposed allocation of $22 Million for the continued development of our early childhood system, increased reimbursement rates for child care subsidies, tiered reimbursement for Delaware Stars participants, and opportunities for increasing education and compensation for Delaware’s early childhood teachers. These funding priorities align closely with the DAEYC Public Policy Agenda. DAEYC is optimistic that the Delaware General Assembly will approve this funding to benefit all of Delaware’s children and families.
